Organization Volunteer Policy

Registered Student groups (in good standing) can volunteer with Gator Nights and
receive a $50 food scholarship from Classic Fare Catering if they adhere to the following
guidelines:

Gator Nights volunteering is limited to volunteering only once a semester. (Additional
volunteering opportunities may be approved if shifts become available)

Organizations volunteering for Gator Nights must provide at least six individuals by the
shift start time, and stay until the shift is complete. An overall clean appearance is
expected of all Gator Nights volunteers to include clean pants, proper grooming and
hygiene. NO clothing or accessories with slanderous or offensive messages may be worn
by volunteers. If you are volunteering for Shift 2, organizations volunteers must wear
closed toe shoes.

If volunteers are late, organization may loose their chance to volunteer for the following
semester. If organization does not have enough volunteers, the organization may not
receive the food scholarship and may loose your chance to volunteer for the following
semester. If volunteers do not complete the commitment, the organization will not
receive the food scholarship, and will loose their chance to volunteer for the following
semester.

An organization must use the food scholarship by June 15™ of the academic year in which
they volunteered.
